BACK ON TRACK 

BACK ON TRACK is a program whose goal 

is to empower youth to improve their behavior 

by understanding the factors that led to their 

delinquent behavior and by teaching them to 

manage their anger and violent behaviors.   

BACK ON TRACK focuses on teaching the 

skills necessary for youth to become produc-

tive members of society.  We provide interven-

tions designed to promote the acquisition of 

strengths needs to behave appropriately and 

non-violently, to manage their anger and 

hopelessness, to celebrate diversity, commu-

nicate effectively, and develop meaningful 

self-esteem. 

Current services include: 

× Individual / group counseling 

× Mentorship 

× Tutoring 

× Behavior modification 

× Anger management 

× Conflict Resolution 

× Conflict Mediation 

× Community Service 

First time non -violent offenders are eligible for the 

Back On Track diversion program and are referred 

by the Department of Juvenile Justice, the Broward 

State Attorneyôs Office and similar judicial ad-

juncts.
